Second grade students will continue to develop as independent readers and writers. They will be
exposed to various types of literature including classical and contemporary fiction, poetry, and
nonfiction. Students will apply a combination of strategies in all subjects as they read to expand
vocabulary and gain information and understanding. They will use the writing process to revise and edit
their own work as they write for different purposes. They will write stories, letters, explanations, step by
step instructions, reports and journals. They will use correct conventions when writing. Students will be
encouraged to share their individual creative work and illustrations. With practice, they will develop
confidence in their ability to speak in front of a group as they use clear and correct language. They will
continue to practice D’ Nealian manuscript and be introduced to cursive.

Fluency rates to meet the standard by the end of the year: Fall: 30-80 wpm, Winter:
50-100wpm, Spring: 70-130wpm.

Some changes are due to slow processes, such as
erosion and weathering, and some are due to rapid processes such as landslides, volcanic

The
moon moves across the sky on a daily basis much like the sun. The observable shape of the

moon changes from day to day in a cycle that lasts about a month.
